Implementing the ECAC Internship and Mentoring Initiative

Now that you have had an opportunity to review the mentor and internship opportunities available at each organization, we can work together to implement the ECAC initiative.

Please note that each organization requires a varying level of commitment, thereby giving student-athletes an opportunity to find an organization that best suits their schedule and ability to participate in the initiative.  There are certain programs that require a weekly commitment, while other programs would greatly benefit from the assistance of your student athletes even if it was not on a weekly basis.  
The ECAC would like you to also consider volunteering as a team.  This would be a great opportunity to build your team spirit and allow for a more flexible schedule.  Your team can commit to volunteering once a week at a given youth organization and student-athletes can assist on a rotating basis.

1.  Review the opportunities to mentor and/or intern at each youth organization located 

in the New York, Washington, D.C. and Baltimore, Maryland areas.  

2.  Discuss with student-athletes the organizations at which they are most interested in 

mentoring or interning.

3.  Determine the level of commitment that student-athletes are able to provide (i.e. once 
a week, three times a month etc.).  Note whether student-athletes would like to partake in the mentor opportunities during the fall, winter, spring or summer.

3.  Complete the “Volunteer Form” on the following page to denote the organizations
in which student-athletes at your institution would like to participate.

4.  ECAC will coordinate with the youth organizations to create a tentative schedule for 

your student-athletes based on the level of commitment they are able to provide within the framework of these organizations.
