Volunteer Training:

The volunteers will receive one-on-one training from the after school program directors. They also may be asked to attend staff training sessions as necessary. Student-athletes with some previous experience working with elementary and middle school children are preferred, but most importantly we would like student-athletes who are patient with children and are open to learning about best practices in youth development. 
Year Round Opportunities:

Phipps CDC operates several after school programs for elementary school and middle school students; some programs are housed within public schools while others are housed within community centers in New York City Housing Authority buildings. All of the programs are located in the Bronx. Our after school programs are looking for student-athletes to support the work of after school activity specialists as they develop the students’ athletic and sportsmanship skills. The student-athletes will help the activity specialist to plan sessions, to lead drills and to work with students individually, as needed. Student-athletes may also be asked to assist as coaches when the students have opportunities to compete against other teams in the following sports. 

Specific sports include basketball, volleyball, soccer, baseball, softball, flag football, and Ping-pong.
