United for D.C.: United Soccer Club

General Information:

-United for D.C., the charitable arm of D.C. United, created United Soccer Club in order to provide inner-city youth in the greater Washington D.C. area with an opportunity to participate in soccer and play in local leagues.  The format of this program involves 8-10 week sessions in the spring and fall that meet twice during the week (Monday/Wednesday or Tuesday/Thursday) as well as the opportunity to participate in recreational leagues on Saturdays. 

During the week the participants learn fundamental skills as well as participate in scrimmages, and on Saturday they have an opportunity to participate in local leagues.  These sessions are held at seven sites throughout the DC area, and the children range in age from 6 to 12.

1.  A comprehensive summer soccer camp business - responsibilities include: handle all incoming phone calls to answer questions; maintain a database of campers; process checks for payment of camp fee; prepare all logistics for weekly camps including camp equipment, camper t-shirts, camper balls, camper tickets; 

2.  DC United's youth teams - coordinate all information between the Director of Youth Development and the team managers; coordinate all information between the youth teams and DC United public relations; assist with the registration and logistics of each team
